IMPORTANT!!

The DBC will be hosting an event in February, 2010 consisting of two auctions over a two day weekend event.

Friday, February 26", 2010:

The DBC will host its Members Open Sale. This sale will be an open sale where the lots are chosen by
first come first serve basis on the time we receive the completed consignment form. However, members are
invited to put their best deer in this sale and may put multiple deer in one lot. The DBC will accept the first 125
lots that are submitted to the DBC office beginning at 8:00a.m. Monday, November 30", 2009. Consignors may
submit up to 3 lots each. We will take one of each of the consignors entries until all consignors have at least one
lot in the sale, then we will start to take the secondary entries until we reach a total of 125 lots. You can
guarantee a lot in this sale for each donated consignment that you have to benefit the DBC. For example if you
donate three lots you will be guaranteed three non-donated lots. Simply check the donated lot box on the
consignment form. We thank you for your support of the DBC. This sale will offer the DBC 8% commissions.

Saturday February 27%, 2010

The DBC will be hosting a MEMBERS VOLUME SELECT SALE. This select sale will allow members
to consign multiple lots in the auction. Consignors may submit a minimum of 1 deer lot and a maximum of 20
deer lots for this sale. These lots will be selected by the DBC auction committee. The lots will be scored based
on DBC criteria that will give the highest scores based on the overall quality of the deer that includes but not
limited to the DNA pedigree of the sire and dam, the age, the typical and/or non-typical Boone and Crockett
score and the offspring of the deer. This sale will be limited to 150 lots. Lots for this sale will be charged a 10%
commission. However, if you donate one lot for every 5 lots you will only be charged an 8% commission on all
your non-donated lots. If you chose to donate a lot to the DBC, simply check the donated lot box on the
consignment form. We thank you for your support of the DBC.

Please take a look at the revised auction terms and conditions included in this packet. There have been some
revisions to commission charges as well as criteria for the selection of the lots for selected sales. Please note the
DBC has put a minimum commission charge of $100 per straw for semen and $300 per lot for everything else.



DBC Auction Terms and Conditions

Consignments
All consignments in the live auctions will be charged an 8% commission as well as an 8% buy back charge. All semen lots will have a minimum commission of $100

per straw and all other lots will have a minimum commission of $300. Any lot removed from the sale for any reason after the catalog has been printed will be charged a
minimum consignment fee of $150.
Qualifications

Everyone is allowed to submit up to 3 lots. Consignors who donate a lot to the DBC will be guaranteed one (1) consignment in the live auction. All consignments will
be accepted on a first come first serve basis with members and donors having first priority. All deer and/or semen consigned must have a DNA certified dam and sire to
be eligible for the sale with the exception of donated lots.

DBC Volume Sale Auctions
The DBC will on occasion, host a deer auction for multiple auction lots from one or more DBC members. Each qualified consignor may submit at a minimum, 1 deer
lot and a maximum of 20 deer lots per auction. Each deer lot must meet a quality criteria requirement. The dam and sire of each deer must have a DNA number. The
DBC Auction committee members will evaluate the quality of each lot and score the lot in comparison to the rest of the consignments. The quality of the deer lot will
take into consideration the pedigree, age, offspring and other criteria that will determine the overall value of the deer in comparison with the other lots. All auction
committee members will provide the scores to the chairperson to total the scores for each lot. If any of the auction committee members have a consignment in the sale,
then there will be an alternate scorer that will score those lots. No committee member will be allowed to vote on his or her own consignments. The lots with the highest
score will be included in the sale. The maximum amount of deer lots in this sale will be 175. Exceptions to these rules can be made with majority vote from the DBC
auction committee. The DBC reserves the right to move any lot(s) that do not make it in the volume sale to the Open Sale. This auction has a 10% sale commission. If
the consignor donates a deer lot to the DBC for every 5 non-donated lots there will be an 8% sales commission on the non-donated lots.

Buyer/Bidder Registration
All buyers must register prior to bidding at the sale. Bidders will receive a bidder’s number upon registration which will be used during the auction bidding process.
Upon registration, buyers agree to the terms and conditions of the DBC auction.

Payment

All lots purchased by bidders/buyers MUST BE PAID IN FULL IMMEDIATELY at the end of the auction regardless of whether the consignor also purchased lots in
the sale. Lot purchases will NOT be deducted from the consignor’s settlement and consignors will not be paid until buyers have paid for the items purchased. Payments
can be made via personal check, business check or credit card. Purchases of donated lots and semen lots will require immediate 100% payment. Purchases of Non-
Donated and Non-Semen lots will require immediate payment of 50%, the remaining balance must be paid to the consignor at the time of pick up or delivery. The DBC
will take its 8% to 10% commission from the initial 50% and mail a check to the consignor for the remaining 42% of the total sales price. Purchases that are not paid in
full the day of the sale will be charged a late fee of $5.00 per day until the balance is settled with the exception of online simulcast purchases, who will have 10 business
days from the date of the sale to submit payment via personal check, business check or credit card by phone.

Auction Additions/Changes
Any changes or additions to the auction catalog will be made by the auctioneer or auction announcer from the auction block at the time of auction. Items may be
changed or added to at the discretion of the DBC or auctioneer.

Bidding
All lots auctioned will be sold to the highest bidder as determined by the auctioneer. Once the auctioneer has said “SOLD”, buyers will be presented with a contract.
This contract must be signed by the buyer and will therefore require payment from the buyer to the auction agency and the seller. If buyer does not agree to sign the
buyer’s agreement form the lot(s) will be sold again.

Contracts
The Deer Breeders Co-op will only be the selling agency. All contracts are between the buyer and the seller.

Delivery
The delivery of all lots sold at auction must be arranged between the buyer and the seller. DBC will NOT assume any responsibility for the delivery or transfer of any
animals or materials sold at auction. DBC also holds no responsibility for the size, score or the genetics represented by the seller of animals auctioned or the
craftsmanship of materials other than animals auctioned.

Liability
DBC and any other persons involved with the production of the auction will NOT be held liable for any accidents or mishaps that may occur during the function or
event. The DBC is not liable for the condition of any deer or semen sold at the auction. The DBC recommends that the buyer assures himself or herself of the quality
and condition of the deer before purchasing and delivery of the deer or semen.

MANDATORY ARBITRATION AGREEMENT

As a member of the Deer Breeders Co-op, a Non- Member, a purchaser, a purchasing agent, a seller, a selling agent, or anyone associated directly or indirectly to any
lot purchased or sold, in whole or part, at or through this Auction, directly or indirectly associated with the Deer Breeders Coop Event and Auction, | do hereby agree to
resolve any and all differences with any problem(s) through the Deer Breeders Coop Mandatory Arbitration through its Ethics Committee. | do hereby agree to abide
by the unfettered decision of the Ethics Committee of the Deer Breeders Co-op to resolve any and all differences associated with any past, present, and future problem. |
do agree that any and all rulings handed down by the Ethics committee concerning this problem will be final and resolved, and I agree to accept that final decision with
no further action (exception: an appeal within 14 days from the ruling to the Deer Breeders Co-op Ethics Committee requesting a DBC Board of Directors Ruling
requesting a vote to review) | do further agree this acknowledgement shall survive the Auction and be binding on any subsequent dealings | may have concerning the
lot(s) sold, transferred, leased, in whole or part. | shall make acknowledgements as to the Deer Breeder Coop rules and regulations | have agreed too, upon any
subsequent dealings concerning those specific lots if they are Directly or Indirectly associated with this Auction. My signature in obtaining a bidder number, or placing
a lot for sale in this DBC Auction is my affirmative acknowledgment to/with these rules and regulations.

Disputes
Any and all disputes pertaining to the auction will be settled by the auctioneer. The auctioneer’s decision on any bidding dispute or misunderstanding is FINAL!

The DBC has made extensive efforts to guarantee that the animals or materials sold in this auction are properly represented in each lot description. Although the DBC
has reviewed all consignments we DO NOT guarantee the representation of any consignment. Issues with the misrepresentation of any consignments must be resolved
between the buyer and the seller.
